
“MISSOURI Touring Town’s Form – 2010 Official Rules 
Spelling Out “WOW” 

 
The towns are listed in the order that they would appear by drawing the word “WOW” on a Missouri State Map (or close 
thereto.)   This is a HUGE list.  Crazy, right?  PLEASE NOTE:  The columns below wrap from the bottom of the first 
column to the top of the column beside it.   
 
Entries must be from current members of Missouri Women on Wheels® and for one person only. If more than one Life, 
Support or Child member in the same household wishes to enter, each person must submit a separate entry. 
 
Entries must include a photograph or written documentation for points to be awarded. Only the following are accepted. 
 

1. A photograph of your motorcycle containing a government or public building with the name of the city or 
town, such as post offices, police stations, schools, libraries, etc. even a city limits sign will work. 

2. A note signed and dated by either the State or Assistant State Ambassador, a Chapter/Assistant Chapter 
Director, stating that you rode to the June 2010 MO WOW State Rally. 

3. A photograph of you and/or your motorcycle showing that you rode to the July 2010 WOW International 
Ride-In. 

4. A photograph of you and/or your motorcycle showing that you rode to the 2010 Fall Foliage Ride. 
5. You must be included in at least 10 photographs. 
6. A copy of signed documentation indicating that you have completed a certified motorcycle safety class. 
7. A copy of either a Chapter or Statewide newsletter containing an article of 500 words or more. 
8. Verification of a cover photograph or article printed in the “Women On Wheels® magazine. 
9. You must ride your motorcycle to each destination. 
 

Names of the top two winners in each category (Life, Support, Child) will be published in the Missouri Women on 
Wheels® newsletter (“inMOtion”). Digital photographs or disk, or film prints are acceptable. Photographs must qualify as 
outlined above to be eligible for points.

The Missouri Tour form and WOW membership number must be included with each entry.  All entries must be 
postmarked no later than December 31, 2010. Watch the Missouri Women On Wheels® State Website 
http://www.mowow.org and “inMOtion” newsletter for the announcement of winners. Points are awarded as follows: 
 
1 points for each designated Missouri Town 
2 points for the October Fall  Ride. 
2 points for the June 2010 Missouri Women On Wheels® State Rally. 
5 points for the July 2010 Women On Wheels® International Ride-In. 
5 points for completion of any certified motorcycle safety class. 
5 points for an article of 500 words or more in a Chapter or State newsletter. 
5 points for an article or cover photograph published in the “Women On Wheels®” magazine. 
 
ABSOLUTELY NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE TO THE PRECEDING RULES, EXCEPT WHERE NOTED. IN THE 
EVENT OF A TIE, A DRAWING WILL BE HELD. DECISION OF THE STATE AND ASSISTANT STATE
